Biography, Political/Social/Environmental, Northern Canadian issues and stories  and Experimental   documentaries. 

Submissions must be in either  Quicktime or DVD formats (MP4) , Mini DV tapes are also accepted and may be requested upon acceptance.  Master tapes are not eligible. 

All selected documentaries/films  must be made available for jurying by January 14th,  2011.

Films must be in English or in the films original language with English subtitles.

Available press materials must be shipped to Near North Mobile Media Lab on notification of selection. Please do not include promotional materials with your submission to our jury. 

Upon selection, the successful filmmaker  grants permission to use all publicity materials (including  preview discs and stills as well as clips from the documentary) for promotional purposes

Prizes to be awarded at the festival  and will be announced  February 15th 2011.
